








“Those Outward Robes of Holiness”

Fach Sunday, we gather at St. Barnabas to worship God, to join in the sacred liturgy,

and to enjoy the fellowship of other Anglicans.
We do so in part because we are enjoined by both the Bible (“Remember that thou keep holy the Sabbath-day”)
and the Prayer Book (“My bounden duty...is to worship God every Sunday in his Church”) to do so.

But the Book of Common Prayer
asks us to worship God and join

m the liturgy on more days than

Just Sundays. It lists for us more
than thirty Holy Days -- “feasts to

be observed throughout the year.”
Some of these are Lesser Festivals or
Commemorations, whose observance
1s optional. But others are Principal
Feasts and Festivals, for which the
Church has provided lectionary
readings or even liturgies.

Richard Hooker, perhaps the greatest of Anglican
theologians, writes that “the sanctification of days 1s a token
of that public honour which we owe to God for admirable
benefits.” Hooker tells us that “it doth not suftice to keep
a secret calendar,” but that “the days that are chosen out...
ought to be clothed with those outward robes of holiness
whereby their differences from other days may be made
sensible.”

The month of September provides us with three
such Holy Days - the Ember Days, the Feast of St. Matthew,
and the Feast of St. Michael and all Angels - whose readings
and observance dates can be found in the Prayer Book.

The Ember Days are four sets of three days
(Wednesday, Friday, and Saturday) that come early in Lent,
between Pentecost and Trinity, after Holy Cross Sunday,
and near the end of Advent. Their Celtic origin often links
them to agriculture - the times of planting, harvest, vintage,
and winter seeding in warmer climates.

The Ember Days have traditionally been the
times for the ordination of clergy. Ecbert of York, an early
archbishop in England (732 - 766 A.D.), was the first to fix
the Ember Days as the days reserved for clerical ordinations
and consecrations. Interestingly, the Ember Days are days
of fasting, “on which the Church requires such a measure of
abstinence as 1s more especially suited to extraordinary acts
and exercises of devotion.”

The Eastern Orthodox Churches never observed
Ember Days. And the Roman Communion downgraded
their status during Vatican II from days of fast to merely a
day of votive masses, leaving the Anglican Church as the sole
practiioner of Ember Days in their fullest sense.

This year, Ember Days will be celebrated at St.
Barnabas on Wednesday, September 14, at the noon
Fucharist, and on Thursday, September 15, at the 7:00 pm
Fucharist.

St. Matthew was of course one of the original twelve
apostles and author of the Synoptic Gospel of St. Matthew.

He was origimally a tax collector, collecting
money for Herod Antipas in Capernaum,
and as such, was much despised by the
Jews. His move to discipleship caused the
Pharisees to criticize Jesus for associating
with tax collectors and other sinners.
After his conversion, he spread the
Gospel first in Judea and later in Persia
and Macedonia. His long life ended in a
martyr’s death. His feast day is September
21, which will be celebrated at the
Wednesday noon Fucharist on that date.

The Feast of St. Michael and All Angels is the third
major feast of September. Michael, we will recall from last
year’s newsletter, 1s the warrior angel, who leads the fight
against the rebellion of the Archangel Lucifer. Michael and
the angels loyal to God ultimately triumph and drive Lucifer
out of Heaven, into his newfound realm of Hell.

The Book of Acts tells this dramatic story in fairly
terse fashion: “...there was war in heaven: Michael and his
angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and
his angels, and prevailed not; neither was their place found
any more 1n heaven. And the great dragon was cast out, that
old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the
whole world; he was cast out into the earth, and his angels
were cast out with him.”

The Church uses the Feast of St. Michael and
All Angels to glorify not only St. Michael, but St. Michael
as a representation of all angels. This major feast will be
celebrated at St. Barnabas during the 7:00 pm Eucharist on
Thursday, September 29.

We come to church each Sunday to honor God
and to worship with our fellow Anglicans because “it is meet
and right so to do.” But we are called on as Christians to
do more than just show up on Sundays. Peter reminds us
to “grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and
Saviour Jesus Christ.” One way to grow in faith would be to
attend as many weekday Fucharists and other services as our
busy schedule permits.

In the end, for the sake of our
soul, we cannot worship God in our
corporate setting too often. Once again,
Richard Hooker asks of us this seminal
question: “How can we come to the
house of prayer, and not be moved by
the very glory of the place itself, where
suits the Almighty there sit to hear, and
His Angels attend us further?”

From The Form and Manner of Making Deacons
“Presentation and Charge”
1928 Book of Common Prayer, page 530

Presenter: Reverend Father in God, I present unto you this person present, to be admitted Deacon.

Bishop: Take heed that the person, whom ye present unto us, be apt and meet, for their learning and Godly conversation,
to exercise their Ministry duly, to the honour of God, and the edifying of his Church.

Presenter: I have inquired concerning him, and also examined him, and them him so to be.

Bishop unto the People: Brethren, if there be any of you who knoweth any Impediment, or notable Crime, in this person
presented to be ordered Deacon, for the which he ought not to be admitted to that Office, let him come forth in the Name
of God, and show what the Crime or Impediment is.

1 And if any great Crime or Impediment be objected, the Bishop shall cease from Ordering that person,
until such time as the party accused shall be found clear of the Crime.

NOTE: The presentation of the candidate by one of the clergy and the charge of the Bishop to the congregation carry on the ancient tradition that no one be
admitted to Holy Orders without the testimony of both clergy and laity that the candidate is worthy of the Ministry by virtue of his character and his education.
The Canons of the Church require that all persons seeking Holy Orders present to the Bishop certificates of endorsement by representative clergy and
laymen—usually the rector and vestry of their parish and the Standing Committee of the Diocese in which they are ordained. They must also present evidence
of their general and theological education, and they must have passed satisfactorily examinations in the several subjects of divinity set by the diocesan Board of
Examiners. The presentation and charge therefore represent a final and formal ratification that the canonical requirements have been fulfilled, and the Church

as a whole is satisfied that the candidate is ready and able to assume his ministry.

Bishop: It appertaineth to the Office of a Deacon, in the Church where he shall be appointed to serve, to assist the Priest in
Divine Service, and specially when he ministereth the Holy Communion, and to help him in the distribution thereof; and to
read Holy Scripture and Homilies in the Church; and to instruct the youth in the Catechism; in the absence of the Priest to
baptize infants; and to preach, if he be admitted thereto by the Bishop. And furthermore, it 1s his Office, where provision

1s so made, to search for the sick, poor, and impotent people of the Parish, that they may be relieved with the alms of the
Parishioners, or others. Will you do this gladly and willingly?

Answer: I will so do, by the help of God.

NOTE: The Prayer Book Ordinal extended a public examination to the Ordering of Deacons. There are several questions put to the ordinand, and this one
concerns his readiness to undertake the duties of the Diaconate—liturgical, catechetical, and pastoral. The vow of conformity of doctrine to Scripture is a note

of emphasis given to the rite by the Reformers.

Rector’s Report: Bishop Jones stated that Dick Hitchcock will be ordained to the Order of Deacons on August 20 at 11:00 a.m. Sunday School
and Confirmation classes will begin August 21; he will travel to All Saints Anglican Church located in North Carolina on August 10 for a service and
confirmation; and he gave a report on Synod and the approval by APA of a resolution endorsing an inter-communion agreement with the Anglican
Church in America (ACA).

Curate’s Report: Father Paul reported that 15 members of youth group from St. Barnabas attended an AFL game. The next outing will be at the
Norcross Ministry and the youth will stuff backpacks for needy school children.

Why Give Money to the Church?

A pastor made the following statement: “If you're not giving to the Church, then you are not free from the grip that money
has in your life. You are imprisoned by your money and the significance society places on it. Furthermore, if you are not

giving to the Church, you cannot fully participate m worship.”

Hard words, but absolutely true. Giving, freedom
m Christ, and worship go hand-in-hand. However, God
does not need you to contribute to His storehouse, He has

everything. Giving to the Church is for you. Itis an integral

part of worship. It is a personal and spiritual discipline. It
requires you to trust the decisions of the Church and to give

up a little bit of control that you have over your money and it

has over you.

Your money is a tangible representation of your self, your
soul, and body. It stands for everything you are and do. Not

everyone has the extra time and special talents to perform
essential services for the Church, but everyone who has
not taken a vow of poverty, has money from some source
that they use to live on. When you give to the Church first,
you are putting your priorities in order. God and Church
first, then everything else. You cannot possibly thank God
adequately for the blessings He has bestowed on you, but
you can return a portion of these blessings to Him in the
form of the money you have earned through the talents,

skills, intelligence, diligence, and strength with which He has

endowed you.
Dedicating a portion of your money first to God
and Church should require that you forego some of the
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attractions-of the world—a new car, a special vacation,
fancy clothes, restaurant meals—or even some small vices—
expensive coffee; or wine, or even music downloads. We
urge self-sacrifice during the six weeks of Lent, but is that
not so we are able to practice self-sacrifice all year ‘round?
Think how disciplined your spending (and consequently,
your life) would be if you knew every month that God will
receive the generous first portion of your remuneration?

Test God, as He himself invites us to test Him, and see
if the experience of freedom, worship, service, and love is
not heightened. Test God, to learn the truth, attested to
by those who already observe this discipline. The rewards
you will gain from this small exercise far out-weigh the small
hardships you will experience; and God will reward you far
beyond your wildest dreams.

Bring ye all the tithes unto the storehouse, that there may
be meat in mine house, and prove me (L.e. test me) now
herewith, saith the Lord of hosts, it I will not open you the
windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there
shall not be room enough to receive it. Malachi 3:10 KJV
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
